The regular meeting of the Seneca Town Board was called to order at 7:30 pm by Supervisor John Sheppard.  Also present were:

Supervisor Sheppard led the pledge of allegiance and dispensed with the roll call.  The agenda was approved on motion of Councilman Smith, seconded by Councilman Wickham.  Supervisor Sheppard added four items and offered the amended agenda for adoption.  Motion seconded by Councilman Keeney and agenda was approved unanimously.

For this month’s safety item, Supervisor Sheppard reminded everyone to have their furnaces inspected before using them this season.  Privilege of the floor was offered, but no one wished to speak at this time.  The minutes of the last three meetings were approved on motion of Councilman Wickham, seconded by Councilman Keeney and carried unanimously.

Written reports were submitted by the highway superintendent, water superintendent, CEO and assessor and are on file. Jerry asked the board to approve getting permanent easements from the property owners to allow the highway department to periodically mow the ditch in Seneca Castle.  This was approved on motion of Councilman Wickham, seconded by Supervisor Sheppard and carried.  Councilman Smith recused himself from voting on this matter as he is an affected property owner.  Jim reported that the highway department hit the water main on Flat St and they lost between ¼ and ½ million gallons of water.   Fred Kober from Casella reported they are putting an additional 1800 feet of gas collection lines in and that September 22 is their annual household hazardous waste day.
The water department needs a budget transfer of $10,000 to cover unexpected repairs both to the pumps and the Flat St water main.  Transfer from #8320.4 to #8340.43 for $10,000 was approved on motion of Supervisor Sheppard, seconded by Councilman Keeney and carried unanimously.

Supervisor Sheppard presented the board with the 2013 budget timeline, which calls for a budget workshop meeting on Sept. 11 at 5:00 pm.

Town Clerk’s, CEO’s and Supervisor’s monthly reports were approved on motion of Councilman Smith, seconded by Councilman Wickham and all carried unanimously.

Reappointment of Carleen Pierce to the BAR was approved on motion of Councilman Wickham, seconded by Councilman Mosher and carried unanimously.

Jim reported that the water warning system had been dropped from the cell provider he was with so he has switched it over to his personal phone contract and is requesting a monthly stipend reimbursement for that in the amount of $30, through the end of 2012, with the amount to be determined after the beginning of the year.  This motion was offered by Supervisor Sheppard, seconded by Councilman Mosher and carried unanimously.

The tree program will continue this fall.  Supervisor Sheppard reported there was $3,000 budgeted but no mailing will be sent to advertise it.

Rick has received a request from a resident of County Road 20 asking for a reduced speed limit to be set.  The board can submit a request through the County to the State to conduct a study.  Councilman Wickham felt that having it go all the way to Kennedy Lane was too far.  It should go just past the Boces property.  With that change, the motion was offered by Councilman Wickham, seconded by Councilman Smith and carried unanimously.
Supervisor Sheppard reported the information from NYSEG regarding natural gas to Hall and to Terrenew is about 2 weeks out.  The ABC (alcohol) petition must be submitted to the Clerk by September 7 to be valid.  The C2 sewer district agreement is still with Geneva’s attorney.  There is no change in the IES litigation.

The County is considering the landfill DEIS to become the FEIS this week.  The 80 acre resolution will likely be rescinded.  Once the county finds the FEIS is complete, it will be released to the public and a minimum 10 day comment period is required.  The Town of Seneca is an involved agency and will be submitting additional comments. The board has a proposal from CHA to review the FEIS on our behalf for a fee not to exceed $10,000.  Acceptance of this proposal was approved on motion of Supervisor Sheppard, seconded by Councilman Keeney and carried unanimously.  Privilege of the floor was offered again.  No one wished to speak.  Supervisor Sheppard then asked for an executive session to again discuss possible litigation regarding the landfill.  Motion seconded by Councilman Wickham and carried unanimously at 8:17.  With no further business, the executive session ended at 8:35 on motion of Supervisor Sheppard, seconded by Councilman Smith.  A motion to adjourn the regular meeting at 8:36 was approved on motion of Councilman Keeney, seconded by Councilman Mosher and carried unanimously.
